Warranty 
All Cookshack products are backed by a 2 year limited warranty including 90 days 

full parts and labor. 

Venting Requirements 

The unit must be installed per state and local fire codes and NFPA 96. Local Code Officials and a 

Commercial Kitchen Ventilation Contractor should be consulted prior to installation to determine the 

need to obtain a permit.  

Open hearth broilers create a good deal of heat and smoke and should be installed under an efficient 

exhaust hood.  

We recommend a standard Class 1 Hood with fire suppression due to the small amount of particulate 

being released. Double check all local codes, some local codes may require a solid fuel hood.  

The Charbroilers are pellet fired; however, the unit uses electricity to control the temperature and ignite 

the pellets  
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
